· Knife Crime Campaign location (KP)
The Full Council is in full support of the Knife Crime event and will waive the hall fee should the organiser decided to hold the event at the hall.  However, the enquiry also mentioned following the event with a Boxing Presentation with a bar.  The Council agreed that the boxing event would need to be a separate booking and would levy the full fee of hire of the hall and bar, subject to the availability of the bar.

KP will speak to the organisers of both the events for further clarification.

· Climate Change Fund (CD)
Applications for the Climate change fund are open, this time they have split this into two parts with different amounts with each part.  Part one is exactly the same as the last application, but the deadline for this gives a too short a time to get an application in.

The council discussed looking at the second part of the application which is £3,000 - £5,000 for the best and innovative projects.  The Council discussed looking at the Solar Panel project and MB will look at the quotes received.  The other idea was to identify what the Hall would need to run more effective and efficient.  KT mentioned that another Village has a company attend to do an overall assessment of the building and, although this may not be in time for this application, it would be worth looking into for a possible application in the future.

· Village Green Application 
After a discussion about the progress of the application, it was decided that an invitation out to the Previous Chair, Tim, to the next planning meeting to discuss progress would be advantageous.

· Allotments and Footpaths concerns (KT) 
KT has visited the allotments to look further into the complaint.  It was noted that Allotment 8 had a lot of buildings on the plot and that there were chickens being raised here.  As per the rules that all allotment holders sign up to, chickens can be on the allotments to a maximum of 10 birds, but no cockerels can be housed on the plot.  

KT will speak with the allotment holder regarding this and also request that the allotment be tidied up.

The Second allotment that was overgrown was further down from this plot.  KT will also speak to this allotment holder to see what is happening and if they wish to continue.  

KT raised the issue of the gate at the far end of the path.  This gate opens up into private land.  It was proposed and seconded that there needs to be a notice added to the gate that at use of said gate would be at their own risk at own risk.  

· Festive Lights (MB)
The three lampposts that have been since been replaced since the last charismas light display and need the plug posts fitted at £368.50 for each lamppost.  These are clustered together at the end of Armitage Road near the bridges.

The council discussed the difference of not being added and what affect that would have on this year’s display and also the possibility of replacing one or two of the plugs.  

Chair proposed that all three are to be done.  All present agreed to do this.  CD will contact the company to arrange for this to be done.
