· Parish Hall Defibrillator
The current defibrillator has now been evaluated and will need replacing.  Rugeley and District Community First Responders have confirmed that they are willing to pay for half of the cost of the replacement.  This will then cost the council £400 plus £100 per year for the maintenance and the replacement of the pads and battery.  The manufacturers have confirmed that the pads need to be replaced every 2 years or once used and the battery every 3 years.  The council will need to sign over the ownership of the device to Rugeley and District Community First Responders, and remove it from the asset list, who will then ensure that the maintenance will take place.

It was proposed that this would be the way forward and a vote took place of all present.  All present unanimously voted in favour of this way forward.

It was also proposed that the donation of £100 per year be given to Rugeley and District Community First Responders to pay for the ongoing upkeep and maintenance of the device.  All present voted in favour of this. 

The £100 will need to be added into the budgets for 2024/2025 and then every subsequent year.
